 Mr. Scheucher reported that the Finance Committee had met and discussed the items 
on the agenda. A budget meeting has been scheduled for Friday, December 13, 2013, at 4:00 
p.m. 
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 In Mr. Dery’s absence the Mayor noted that the Planning and Zoning Commission had 
met and a draft of the minutes had been distributed. There was a brief discussion regarding 
various projects. No action was taken. 
 
 Mr. Taplin, as Chair of the Safety Committee, had no report. There was a brief 
discussion regarding the car accident that happened on an Eagle Road property. 
 
 On behalf of the Service Committee, Mr. Gale reported that a grave had been opened 
and closed, and graves had been sold. Mr. McClain reported to Council the need of the 
Service Department to order a new truck and to take delivery of it before next winter. 
Council discussed the matter. Mr. Steudel moved to authorize the expenditure of up to One 
Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($150,000) to purchase and equip a large truck, pursuant to 
a state-bid contract. Mr. Gale seconded the motion.
