 With warmer weather here, be mindful of your speed and children playing. Also watch for pedestrians 
and cyclists in the area. 

 Be cautious of telephone and internet scams. In these economic times, criminals are looking to access 
your money anyway possible. “If it sounds too good to be true, it is”. Unfortunately people are being 
taken advantage of with callers trying to sell you testing equipment for the Covid-19 virus. 

 Please contact the police department if you have any questions or concerns. 
 Pets – Please be considerate of your neighbors. Waite Hill Village has ordinances which pertain to 

barking dogs and animals running at large. You are responsible to keep your pets under control at all 
times. Also, we have been getting complaints of people walking their dogs and not cleaning up after 
their dogs.  Please clean up while walking your dogs on other resident’s properties.  

This includes 
texting, photos, posting on “my space”, “face-book”, and other social networking sites. Once the send 
button is hit, it’s out there in cyber space and there’s no deleting or bringing it back.
